Must be an heir who wants to take ownership and is 
willing to pay the price of redemption.

Worthy One Found / Rev 5:5-6

“Lion of the Tribe of Judah”

Gen 49

“Root of David”

Jesus was born of the house and lineage of David, but 
because He preceded David by all eternity, He's the 

Root of David, as well as a Branch from David.



Worthy One Found / Rev 5:5-6

“Seven horns”
Perfect Power: the horn of an animal being the 

emblem of its power, seven the number of perfection.

 “Seven eyes,” 
Refers to the seven-fold Spirit of God spoken of in 
Isaiah 11:2 - perfect knowledge, perfect wisdom, 

perfect insight, perfect ability to see and assess and 
understand.

Explosion of Worship / Rev 5:9-14

“Don’t ever think your prayers are insignificant. Even

Explosion of Worship / Rev 5:9-14

And all we can do is praise Him for what 
He is. All this greatness the Lamb possesses; and He is 

worthy.”
