1Peter 1:17-21



introduction

“Glory to God in the 
highest, and on 

earth peace, 
goodwill toward 

men!”



1Pe 1:17

Because you call Him Father 
(That’s intimacy. That’s 

relationship. That’s adoption. 
That’s welcome.)

and He is Judge—live your life 
with reverent awe. 



1Pe 1:18

Redeemed:
To redeem (λυτρόω) means to 

pay the price that sets someone 
free—freedom purchased, not 

merely granted



1Pe 1:18

Aimless Conduct:
“futile,” “empty,” “vain.” 

Peter is not only describing 
outward wickedness. He’s 

describing a life that can look 
“fine”… and still be empty.



1Pe 1:19

We are redeemed by the precious 
(priceless, of incalculable worth) 

blood of Jesus

God says, in effect, “Sin costs a 
life… and I will provide the life.”



1Pe 1:120

The Plan
Before there was a universe, God 

already purposed the rescue. Before 
God ever said, “Let there be light,” 

God had already purposed, “Let 
there be a Lamb.”



1Pe 1:20

The Son was ‘manifest’
The invisible God became visible in Jesus.
• The eternal stepped into time.

• The Creator stepped into creation.



1Pe 1:20

The Son was ‘manifest’ for you!

Christian—your salvation is not an 
afterthought. It’s an eternal thought 

in the heart of God.



1Pe 1:21

“So that your faith and hope are in God.”
Not in your performance.

Not in your church attendance.
Not in your feelings.

Not in your track record.
Not in your willpower.

But in God
